SAT, MAY 17, 2008  LOTUSES OF THE NILE

Ancient Egypt was rich in symbolism.  This piece was inspired by the many depictions of lotuses found in their 
architecture, jewelry and royal regalia.  There are two sizes of lotuses to create a balance in the composition of the 
necklace.  Chevron chain stitch with an increase develops the flared shape of the lotuses and netting creates the 
petals. The embellished bale that holds the lotuses on the chain is created using peyote stitch. The beads that run the 
entire length of the chain are embellished with details on the edges. The clasp is tucked inside a lotus.  Intermediate 
Level.

SUN, MAY 18, 2008  LUNAR LIGHTS

Brilliant and sparkling like moon beams, each lunar bead is created using a Swarovski crystal Rivoli which gives this 
bracelet a dynamic presence. This bracelet was inspired by the beauty of Rivolis and my love for right angle weave. I 
absolutely love the intricate work that can be done with this stitch and Lunar Lights showcases it beautifully. The bezel 
of the bracelet uses a graduated size technique to create a snug home for the Rivoli.  The embellishments are added to 
the bezel using Chevron Chain stitch and picots which give it an added sweetness. The back of the Rivoli is protected 
with a circular three-dimensional casing. The connections between each lunar bead forms the band. The clasp is hidden 
beneath a Rivoli.  Intermediate Level.

As promised, this workshop begins at the beginning. It will give you a good start in off-loom beadwork. This workshop 
focuses on the basics of flat even count peyote and brick stitch. Techniques for starting and finishing, increasing and 
decreasing, adding and burying thread, tension, attaching clasps and other tips will also be covered. The basics of the 
peyote and brick stitch are used in many of the project workshops. This workshop will enable you for that next level.

Do you have a wire jig that you’ve never used?  Would you like to learn to make your own wire components?  In this 
workshop you will learn basic wire wrapping techniques using a Wig Jig or Thing-a-Ma Jig.  Discover how to make 
different components that can be used in all jewelry making.  We will create a bracelet and earrings using these 
techniques.

Gather the most perfect flowers, leaves and buds from your Springtime garden and arrange them in profusion on this 
floral brooch.  The brooch contains a plethora of technique, tubular herring bone, brick stitch, diagonal peyote and the 
unusual combination of herringbone embedded in peyote stitch for the charming flowers.  Intermediate Level.

SAT, JULY 12, 2008  AUTUMN IN NEW YORK - POPLAR LEAF BROOCH 
    INSTRUCTOR:  YOSHIE MARUBASHI  (212) 421-1365 
Whether in rich autumn colors or fresh spring greens, this pin is appropriate for any season.  This unique 
new leaf design incorporates Herringbone stitch, Circular Peyote stitch and 3 bead netting to produce 
two poplar leaves along with buds and fruit.  Wire is used to hold the leaves and fruit together on the 
stem.  With this technique you can make any brooch design from nature.  Intermediate Level – you 
should be familiar with the three stitches listed above.
